Several of the ATRS package bills have had actiis week. After 9 weeks of the legislative
session, the nine ATRS bills (the ATRS appropriatidl and 8 ATRS Board package bills) are
well along in the legislative process. Seven ef $hbills are now Acts and completely through
the process. All 7 new Acts also had an emergetayse and the emergency clause on all 7
also passed. The 2 remaining bills have all pasgettast one chamber of the General
Assembly.

The ATRS legislative package has reached a poattattion is much slower on the remaining
bills since the General Assembly has so many s/ pending and moving through the

legislative process. The bill filing deadline wass week and over 400 bills were introduced on
just one day. The bill filing deadline and amermdiills that were introduced as shell bills will

take significant legislative energy in the next wé® 10 days.

Of the 2 ATRS package bills that are not Acts, SB1g a bill to clarify ATRS law on military
service and is expected to have no opposition enHbuse after its unanimous passage in the
Senate this week. The last bill, HB1132 on reeyrliax credit, is involved in a broader review
of recycling tax credits.
